Where has kindness gone, at a time when the world can benefit from its practice? 

Maybe the current recession has had some negative impact on us, and consequently has hin-

dered us from being more kind, one to the other. However, my observation is that the human 

quality of kindness has been absent for quite a while. In my capacity as a clergyman, I see it all 

the time, even in the way we address one another when we have disagreements.  

Back in the mid 1980s posted on the walls of an office in which I worked were these 

words: ñDonôt mistake my kindness for weakness.ò Words visualized on a daily basis by all who 

worked in that space, as a constant reminder of the kindness that we ought to extend to one 

another. The sign was displayed by an administrative officer. He believed that in the particular 

environment in which we worked, we were to be constantly aware of the need to extend cour-

tesy to our co-workers, and others with whom we came into contact. With regular deadlines to 

meet, having to depend on one another for the presentation of successful end results, and 

dealing with a less than patient and understanding public meant that there existed the poten-

tial for emotional intensity. In other words, people often lost their cool.  

As such, in situations of chaos, we were reminded to consciously observe kindness in 

order to promote success, while simultaneously keeping our own emotions in check. On any 

given day we engage the possibility of challenges which call into existence our creative abili-

ties, not to mention the sacrifice  of being charitable. We live in a volatile world in which evil, 

hate and disrespect for human life unfortunately have become the order of the day. At the 

same time, as creatures made in the image and likeness of God, we possess the essential quali-

ties of peace, love, and dignity. As disciples of Jesus Christ, we are further endowed with the 

tremendous example he has left us regarding the compassionate manner in which he dealt 

with others.  

Within the past fifteen years we have been hearing and often also using the term, 

ñglobal village,ò representative of the intimate nature of the world as a result of improved tech-

nology. With the establishment of such close relationships, shouldnôt we do more to coexist on 

Godôs planet without resorting to callous and abrasive attitudes even when we disagree? Per-

haps the following can serve as a gentle reminder: ñHe has told you, O mortal, what is good; 

and what does the LORD require of you but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk 

humbly with your God?ò Micah 6:8. We also should treat others as we expect to be treated.

King, Diocese of 
Atlanta, Annual 
Retreat was held 
April 24 -26, at 
C a m p  M i k e l l .  
Twelve Daughters, 
members of St. 
Mary & Martha 
Chapte r ,  Ho ly 
Cross Church at-

tended. It was a weekend of spiritual renewal, fellowship, and 
education. We focused on ñWho is My Neighbor?ò the theme 
for the weekend, led by The Rev. John Sewak Ray. Those of us 
in attendance received a valuable lesson in Islam and all peo-
ples as ñour neighbor.ò The discussion was invigorating, 
thought -provoking, and educational.  

Father Ray was born and raised in Pakistan, a country that is 
ninety -seven percent Muslim. His Hindu father, Chandu Ray 
came to the Christian faith through his friendship with a 
Christian missionary from England. Chandu Ray accom-
plished the most arduous task of translating the Bible into 
Sindhi, his language, and was later consecrated as the first 
Pakistani Bishop in the worldwide Anglican Communion.  

Father Ray encouraged us to look to other faiths and ethnici-
ties for our neighbor. He said: ñWe must find out what they 
believe. Engage them; listen to their questions; search for the 
answers together.ò In other words: ñPray, Serve, Evangelize.ò

Finance Report 

The Financial Report was given by Philip Francis for the 
month of March.  On the income side: 

. YTD actual income is $95,000 versus a budged of 
$118,000, short $23,000  

. YTD expenses are all under spent:  

Ministry has spent $690 versus a budget of 
$2725 

Administrative expenditures have been 
$19,400 vs a budget of $27,000 

Clerical expenses have been $23,000 vs a 
budget of $26,000  

. Net:  we have overspent our income through March   

                by only $4,400.

An update is coming from Bevily Willabus, Chair 
of the Buildings and Grounds Committee, on 
the status of other repairs.  Perhaps up to 
$5000 of work in the sanctuary.  

There is the hope to tile the floors of Royall Hall, 
the breezeway, kitchen and the Rhodes 
Room.   

Irving asked about an initiative to let organiza-
tions buy tiles to help with the funds.  

 

Minute by Minute 

F 
ollowing are the minutes of the February vestry 
meeting. These minutes were approved in the March 
vestry meeting and are presented here for your re-
view. 

Review of the Minutes  

Minutes were amended as follows:  1) Add that Sharon Caine 
(not Goring) attended the March meeting., 2) should be the 
Jr. Wardenôs Report on Page 1.  With these changes, Willard 
moved and Carma seconded the acceptance of the minutes; 
the minutes were approved. 

Our guest, Paula Gordon reported as Holy Crossô sole repre-
sentative on the DeKalb Consortium of Churches (COC), 
about their event coming up on May 2, the same day as the 
Holy Cross Fish Fry.  She explained that the organization is 
made up of 5 churches along Columbia Drive, and has an ob-
jective to Provide Health and wellness for our community.  
Last year, they conducted a Health Fair, which was well at-
tended.  This year, they were providing a Mental Health Sym-
posium on May 2, 9:00 am to 2:00 pm, targeting the African 
American community.  The agenda would include education 
for adults and youth on mental health, panel discussions, etc.  
Breakfast and lunch would be provided for the attendees.  The 
churches that are part of COC were being asked to contribute 
$400 for the event.   

When asked about the future plans, in light of the May 2 
schedule conflict, Paula informed us that their planned 
Health Fair is scheduled for October 3, which is the date of 
HCôs International Fair.  She told us that she had requested 
possible dates from the Holy Cross office, and was given that 
date as open, at which time the COC had selected that date.  
Michelle Ware asked if HC could reschedule our International 
Fair to avoid a schedule conflict.  Father asked that the issue 
of erroneous calendars be taken up in the Exec meeting.   

In summary, the following are questions that Paula is asking 
of the Vestry: 

The request for a contribution for the Mental Health 
Symposium (whether and how much) 

Better representation and participation of Holy Cross 
at the COC events 

A decision whether Holy Cross will participate in the 
COC 

Clarification of dates, to avoid future date conflicts.  

 

Treasurerôs Report    

The year to date thru March operating fund has collected 
$74,769.90, outpacing both 2007 and 2008.  The mortgage 
fund has collected $7,727.25, lagging 2007 YTD of $15,806.  
There was discussion about whether to consolidate into 1 col-
lection fund, and it was reminded that we could do so for 
2010, during our Stewardship campaign in the fall of 2009.
