It 
is extremely difficult to intentionally alienate oneself from another ethnic, religious or cul-
tural practice, many in which we all actively participated, integral to our journey together. 
The wisdom gained from those experiences has aided my appreciation for vastness of life. 

 

At this wonderful and diverse parish of the Holy Cross, I believe that we all have 
similar stories to share, and by extension, are equally aware of the immensity of our exis-
tence, initiated - made possible by the on-going observance of our lives which are more 
alike than they are different. In spite of the fact that we originate in assorted geographical 
regions of Godôs creation, we all have an appreciation for the brevity of life and the need to 
make the most of it while we have the breath of God in our bodies. The days and weeks in 
our immediate future are occasions for putting the compactness of our time on earth into 
perspective, with the hope of making our days in service of God more fruitful. 

 

My dear people of God, you and I both know that we have been granted myriad 
opportunities by our creator to pursue consequential lives, as brief as they may appear. 
Let us therefore take advantage of all that God has given us, inclusive of and especially the 
abundance with which we have been gifted by the life, sacrifice, and eternal blessings of 
our Savior, Jesus Christ. During the next several days within this season of contemplation 
and sacrifice, perhaps we can with purpose move toward the attainment of living life to 
the fullest, to the benefit of humanity, remembering that we only have one life to live. May 
God bless you now, and always.
