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he other day I was thinking about my childhood friends,

those persons with whom I developed early relationships,

those who perhaps provided an initial glimpse of what it
meant to be in solidarity with other human beings. I realized that I
continue to be in touch with some of those people, and often wonder
what may have become of the others. For the most part, many of them
have entered obscurity, some may even have died. Nonetheless, as we pursue our destination
known only to the Creator, we will encounter a number of God’s fellow servants, some of whom
mean a great deal to us and perhaps others who may not.

Those persons with whom we have preserved relationships are often missed when we no
longer see or hear from them. The fond memories of those wonderful times together rekindle old
flames and we seek to recreate the bonds of affection for as long as we are able. In any event,
friendships make indelible marks on our lives. And so, along life’s journey, we gain new friends as
we lose some. How then do we view making new friends?

Do we believe that we have enough friends for a lifetime, and as such, refrain from be-
coming too close to anyone else? Or, do we attempt to befriend as many people as we can? Is
there a rationale for deciding how many friends one has? Perhaps the question is, should these
people become friends or should they just be acquaintances? One way or the other, we have to
decide the level of relationship we share with someone else. So, do we already have the friends we
think we need? Or, are there opportunities for entering new relationships with people whom we
meet as we become involved in new communities? What about at church? Have we made new
friends there? Do we feel a sense of association or genuine connectedness with others in the con-
gregation? Have we initiated conversation with someone we hardly know, or don’t know at all?
Shouldn’t we be children of God - sisters and brothers in common mission, and by extension
friends?

As an integral part of this Easter Season, and particularly as we approach the Feast of
Pentecost on May 31, we should consider befriending at least one other person in our parish com-
munity, as a way of becoming more acquainted with that person and sharing our own journey
with him/her. The Pentecost experience in Acts Chapter 2 signals the diverse nature of God’s cre-
ated world and the profundity of the relationships established through the power of the Holy
